News from the Parish Council and Recreation Field Trust m

With no council meeting in July and our clerk on leave for a well-deserved break, | had hoped
that these few weeks would prove to be quiet, but it has not been so. A few weeks ago, we
experienced robbery and vandalism in the village. Added to that our village has become
further plagued by increasing traffic with numbers gaining in busy periods to over 700
vehicle per hour, a significant increase on the previous 300 to 400 recorded. In order to find
a way to resolve these problems, over which your council has no statutory powers, the
council decided that the clerk would keep a factual data base and the facts would be
reported to the relevant authority whether it be police, county council or National Highways.
The Highways are responsible for designating the A356 through our village as an HGV route
even though our road width and shape falls short of their requirements. At the beginning of
June, Parliament authorised an extension in the length of HGVs by a further 2.1 metres. This
will serve to make life worse for those living in Middle Street. The council will seek to resolve
matters, but it would help greatly if individual residents were to take action. In all cases what
we want is photographic evidence.

Villagers complained to the police about vandalism of the telephone box in Silver Street.
Anyone with more information should contact the police on case number 5223146183.
Concerns over traffic misbehaviour should be referred to Highways and copied to parish
council. The problem with dog poo continues. This is a matter for county council, copied to
parish council. They will need evidence and have the authority to fine offenders the sum of
£1,000. Working together we will be best able to resolve the many problems confronting the
village.

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The Liberty Trail

Those of you who are keen walkers will have heard of the Liberty Trail. It starts at
the Iron Age hill fort at Ham Hill Country Park and finishes at Lyme Regis. It winds its
way through local villages, one of which being Misterton which was originally called
‘Minsterton’ meaning ‘enclosure around the church’. Before our village it goes
through Haselbury Plucknett passing just west of North Perrott. The trail then hops
over the railway line near the mainline Crewkerne Station heading westward to
Wayford. The trail is approximately 28 miles long and visits many beautiful villages
along the way.

The history of the Liberty Trail is quite interesting. It started in the second half of the
17th century. England had gone through a civil war and King Charles Il was on the
throne. It was a period of political unrest. Who was going to succeed Charles as
none of his legitimate children had survived although he had had many illegitimate
offspring. The Duke of Monmouth who was the King’s eldest illegitimate son born in
1649 rose to be a very politically important Protestant figure, although he had to
flee to Holland to escape political turmoil in the 1680s.

On King Charles’ death the King’s Catholic brother succeeded him and became King
James Il. However, Monmouth had his sights on the English throne and decided to
return to the more Protestant West Country. Many men came to support him from
Somerset and Dorset villages, many of them being from farms armed with scythes
and agricultural implements. They wore green sprigs tucked into their hats and had
a rallying call of ‘Liberty to People of
God’. James heard of Monmouth’s
landing at Lyme Regis and the
Monmouth Rebellion was quashed.
Monmouth  was  captured in
Hampshire and executed on 15th
July 1685.

The Liberty Trail follows the
footsteps of some of the villagers
who marched to Lyme Regis to join
forces with Monmouth in that
fateful year. The trail can be walked
in two days although three would
allow you to visit places of interest
along the way.

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Next level BBQ chicken

Discover how to cook BBQ chicken like a pro. The meat falls off the bone, and the marinade
has a lovely balance of sweet, salty and spicy flavours.

Ingredients 3 tbsp dark brown soft sugar

2 red chillies, tops removed and reserved for 4 tbsp soy sauce

the smoke mix (see below) 4 limes, 2 juiced, plus 2 halved to serve
8 spring onions, roughly chopped 1.5kg mix of chicken drumsticks and wings,
thumb-sized piece of ginger, peeled and lightly scored

roughly chopped 200ml ketchup

8 garlic cloves, roughly chopped For the smoke mix (optional)

2 tbsp chopped thyme handful of thyme sprigs

1 bay leaf handful of bay leaves

1 tsp ground cumin 1 tsp ground allspice

¥ tsp paprika reserved chilli tops (see above)

To prepare the meat, tip all the ingredients, except for the chicken and ketchup, into
a blender or mini processor. Add a pinch of salt and blitz to a rough paste. Tip two-thirds of
the paste into a large bowl with the chicken, and massage the marinade into the meat.
Cover and leave for at least 1 hr at room temperature, or up to 48 hrs in the fridge.

Meanwhile, make the barbecue sauce. Tip the remaining paste into a small saucepan and
bring to a simmer. Cook for 5 mins until it thickens and becomes darker, then add the
ketchup and cook for 5 mins until sticky. Tip into a container and set aside.

Light the barbecue, ensuring the coals are piled up at one end and leaving only a couple of
coals on the other side. Lay the chicken on the emptier side. If you’re making the smoke mix,
carefully scatter all of the ingredients directly onto the piled-up coals. Cover the barbecue
(with the vents open) and cook the chicken for 20 mins. Remove the lid and turn the
chicken, then cover again and cook for a further 20 mins.

Remove the lid and move the chlcken across the grill so it’s above the piled-up coals, then

3 : R baste with some of the barbecue sauce,
keeping enough aside, in a separate container,
to serve later. Cook for 10 mins, adding a few
more coals if you need to and turning often,
until nicely charred and cooked through - a
digital thermometer inserted through the
thickest part of the meat should read at least
65°C.

Put the lime halves on the grill, over the coals,
cut-side down for 3-4 mins until charred. Serve
the chicken with the lime for squeezing over
and reserved barbecue sauce for dipping.
