News from the Parish Council and Recreation Field Trust m

The work of the Misterton Parish Council is the lowest level of government and is defined by
the Local Government Act 1947, which describes responsibilities and processes. We are
approaching the final quarter of the parish council year where we shall be laying out our
budget and voting in our chairman and vice chairman for the following year. For a variety of
reasons our meeting schedule will change slightly but in particular we shall be separating our
annual parish meeting from our AGM. The annual parish meeting will take place in
Mallabones, commencing at 6:30pm on Tuesday 7th May 2024. This is not a parish council
meeting but an opportunity for all villagers to come along and express their views. To boost
attendance, we intend to have a presentation on proposed village clubs and a way forward
for these. Please come along to hear these plans and to have your say.

The PC budget and precept have been set for the next financial year. The precept has
increased by 0% which we hope will be a minor benefit to all residents. Unfortunately,
Somerset Council, which is by far the largest proportion of the council tax, will only finalise
its costs to us after my report. We do know that government has refused them from
doubling their increase from 5% to 10% without first seeking a referendum. Their problems
are not surprising from their actions of increasing their councillors’ pay by over 30%,
increasing the number of directors and recruiting a new CEO with an increase in pay to
£195,000. These steps alone increase the costs to us by £0.5 million with no visible benefit.
In order to pay these costs Somerset Council are planning to cut many of the services that
we rely upon such as Crewkerne recycling centre, dog bin collection etc.

Our cemetery working group still has much work to attend to, but the cleaning and monthly
opening seems to be working well. We have to plant trees around the periphery of the
extension to fulfil our planning need and have managed to acquire ninety trees (for free)
which we will collect in March. Any help in planting will be appreciated.

We have contracted the repainting of the MUGA and hope to proceed soon. We have
seating and a commemorative tree to place in the recreation ground this year, along with a
picnic table adjacent to the children’s play area. We shall also be changing the entrance to
the children’s play area to make it disabled friendly and plan to install at least one new play
piece that is suited to all abilities. The parish council as a charity maintains the recreation
ground play area, Old Mill estate maintain their play area and previously the Packers Way
play area was owned and maintained by first, South Somerset District Council and then
Somerset Council. With the dire financial situation of Somerset Council, there is a strong
possibility that they will no longer pay for its maintenance. This is to be resolved.

Road closures alert

The Parish Council has just been told that from the 2nd April onwards for six months first
South Street will be totally closed and then Station Road Crewkerne to permit installation of
new gas pipes.

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History of Misterton Garage

The story of Misterton Garage began 100 years ago when the landlord of The Globe bought
for his son Bill the former House of Help for Girls in Middle Street. Bill who trained at
Dartmouth Engineering School thrust himself into his job and built a workshop well in front
of the existing one. In the 1924 edition of Kellys Directory an advertisement reads:

Miller, William, motor dealer and general engineer, repairs of every description
to motor cars and cycles, steam, gas and oil engines; all engineers are ex-servicemen
and first class mechanics. Quality service and satisfaction guaranteed.

Millers Garage expanded steadily during the inter-war years and Bill knocked down part of
his house for more space. Ever economical he used the water from the piped spring across
the road to supply his home and business. Everything came to a halt in World War Il as
petrol was severely rationed and private cars taken off the road. Children used our main
road as a playground.

Millers Garage slowly resumed business after the end of the war. However, most people
could not afford cars and Bill had to compete with neighbour Ernie Taylor whose workshop
was to the rear of his house. Whilst people could not run to cars, they could just about
afford a motorbike. And Ernie had a ready supply of them. He bought dozens of ex-army
motorbikes (often shipped through Crewkerne station), changed their colour from khaki to
black, gave them a thorough service and sold them to eager customers. As petrol rationing
ended, Bill installed Misterton’s first petrol pumps. These were almost on the pavement and,
as he could not afford electricity for both, one was hand operated. The story goes that one
day a gas-guzzling car pulled up for petrol and Bill said to the driver “Could you turn the
engine off, you’re gaining on me!”

Then Bill pulled his house completely down. In truth the erstwhile House of Help was poorly
constructed, leaked and badly needed re-thatching. Bill considered the large area occupied
by the house would provide a useful car sales area and more modern petrol pumps (see
photo below left). In some ways Bill was far-sighted. He could see the 1960s onwards would
become the age of the motorcar. He needed an office building and the Cleveland Petrol
photo below right - taken in the bad winter of 1962 - shows what he achieved with his
garage.

By the late 1960s Bill Miller reached retirement age and sold up. The premises were bought
by the Swaffields from Crewkerne. They renamed it Misterton Garage although their tenure
was short lived. At the same time Ernie Taylor died and his site including his workshop was

sold. His son Bernard moved the business further up
Middle Street to build up a firm which had expanded into
five branches with an enviable reputation across the West
Country.

And then in 1968, came the Hilliers. Nick Hillier had
married Liz Jeffries from Winsham and was searching for a
garage repair business. At the time there were three
possibilities - garages at Kitwhistle, Toller Down and
Misterton were all on the market. They chose Misterton
although there was much to be done there. None of the
buildings were big enough but enlarging them was far
from easy. The site was not level and much ground had to
be made up for a new, relocated workshop. It took a lot of
rubble, time, and money to bring this about. Nick and Liz
obtained the local agency for Ford car sales. They did not live here for a couple of years until
the opportunity to buy the former Ernie Taylor’s yard and workshop arose. They bought this
and converted the workshop into a dwelling house. Much easier living on site where they
could work and bring up a young family. However, by the end of the1970s, tragedy struck
when Nick contracted cancer and died. Liz was determined to carry on and enlisted the help
of her brother. Thanks largely to Liz’s determination Misterton Garage grew steadily for the
next twenty years.

But all of this took its toll on Liz and after a short illness, she passed away. By then her son
Mark - already working in the garage - had grown up and took over the business. Mark’s
objective has always been to develop things as his father would have wished. In his 24 years
there, never a day has gone by without the workshop being busy. He employs eleven staff,
including well-known Paul Gillard who joined Misterton Garage in 1989 (probably a record
for a car salesman). Mark prides himself on customer care - perhaps fulfilling Bill Miller’s
dream 100 years ago with his last few words in Kellys Directory.
