Recently members of the parish council met with the interim headteacher and senior
psychologist of the learning centre. A useful discussion took place which touched on the
progress the school feels it is now making after a difficult start, the hope that the learning
centre can become more involved with the village and the issue of parking which the staff
are continually reminded about.

Speeding was one of the topics
discussed and he encouraged people to support Speed Watch as this has been proved to be
the best way of getting vehicles to slow down. There has been some interest since the
request in the last issue of the magazine, but more volunteers are still required - please
contact the clerk for more information.

The Warren Trust have installed a new AED at Kingshay Barton, Church Lane, which they
have generously offered to be used by the public. It is currently on private land but due to be
moved to be more accessible. On that subject, the defibrillator/AED course will be going
ahead on 12th April at 10am in Misterton Village Hall. The course will provide some valuable
first aid skills in a short two-hour effective session.

Thankfully | had help
from my older sisters who came round the village, and | remember going out to the
neighbouring ones of North and South Perrott and Haselbury Plucknett!

To date | believe | am the last hall princess as sadly my youngest sister, who also turns fifty
years old this year, never got her chance.

The hall certainly holds lots of great memories, with the ties to Misterton Football Club, as
Dad alongside many others helped build the extended changing rooms. So, there were
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always the discos, the bonfires, the fetes and most Saturdays watching Dad prep the pitch or
playing football!

It was lovely to celebrate our dad’s 80th at the hall recently with some of the villagers and
our cousins, reminiscing our younger years!

As ever we welcome visitors and new residents to Misterton to our meetings. It is a great
way to get to know fellow villagers.

Our flower of the month contest continues so if you wish do bring along a favourite flower
from your garden along for others to admire.

For me April is the month of two Ps - Plant and Protect. Yes, it is time to get planting both
inside and outside. Indoors early in the month if you have a propagator, you can plant lots of
seeds, both flowers and vegetables. Lacking a propagator, a warm windowsill usually does
the trick. Tomatoes, courgettes and cucumbers always respond well to a bit of heat, as do
half-hardy annuals such as petunias, marigolds and lobelias. Some of these can be planted
out later in the month but throughout April protection is paramount. Protect top and soft
fruit from frosts - plum and pear blossom is wonderful but crops will be very limited if hit by
frost. Protect emerging hostas from slugs and snails -
gravel and eggshells should help.

You have heard me make mention of late flowering
daffodils and April is a great month for some varieties.
Pheasants Eye is very well known with its pure white
petals and its distinctive orange or yellow cup. But my
overall favourite is Tahiti pictured here.
