As we reported in last month’s article, the village hall shut on 28th July to 

allow us to conduct essential renovation work. As we draft this article, 

the main floor hall has been sanded, lines repainted and varnished. We 

are extremely pleased with the result (see photo below).  

The upgrade to the toilet facilities is well 

underway. This includes the much-needed 

relocation of the current disabled toilet from 

the main hall to a better position, adjacent to 

the ladies toilets.  

We opened with limited facilities in time for the 

Misterton flower show on Saturday 16th 

August. The weather was exceptional and the 

huge number of entries over the various

show is.  Over £900 was raised and all proceeds from the day are going towards further 

planned village hall upgrades.

The significant upgrade to the disabled and ladies toilets means that our building work 

remains ongoing and we expect it to be complete by early September. Until that time (when 

it will open with full facilities), the hall remains available for regular users and one-off hire, 

albeit with limited toilet facilities. We apologise for the inconvenience this work has caused, 

but the committee believes it will significantly enhance our hall and make it a hugely 

attractive venue for years to come.
